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B Modernist mainstream planning historians have seen
their subject as the profession and their object as
describing and celebrating its emergence and
achievements...If the subject of planning is the
profession then only those who qualify as
“professionals” are seen as relevant historical agents.
This approach has at least two significant limitations.
The result is a narrative about the ideas and actions of
white middle-class men, since women and people
of color were, at least until recently, systematically
excluded from the profession... And if the object of
planning history is the emergence of the profession
and its achievements, then there is the privileging of a
heroic city (Planning as Progress) at the expense of
any critical insight into or scrutinity of the actual
practices of planning, including its knowledge bases.
